Presentation from Ms Clare Williams, PCC Transport Planner

Ms Williams explained the proposed changes to the Pilot Street area road signage and also ran through the suggestions received
from members of the public with a clear and detailed reasoning as to why the proposed schemes would not work. It was clear that
there was no simple solution to pedestrian safety or the ongoing problem of congestion. She was thanked for her clear and
concise presentation.

The Footpath Association had surveyed 26 footpaths around St Dogmaels and identified one major issue (lesser issues reported to
PCC directly) on 87/23 Llwybr Llygoden: (urban Path) where the wall looked unstable halfway between Allt Fach & Penrhiw.

Clarification was also needed with regard to permissions to drive on bridleway 87/30C Blaenwaun chapel via Cefn to Longdown
bank.
